Ensemble Wiro

Ensemble Wiro was founded in 2013 by alumni of the CNSM de Paris, France's premier music institution. The
organization began performing in France under the name Ensemble Lieto. After its inaugural concert at the
Eglise Presbyterienne de Paris, Ensemble Lieto performed at a UNESCO dinner in Paris and a gala concert at the
French-Korean Embassy. Since then, the Ensemble Lieto has been invited to perform at the Paris Music Festival
every year since 2014. After the main players of Ensemble Lieto returned to Korea, they founded the new
Ensemble Wiro in 2015, and since then, Ensemble Wiro has been collaborating with Korean composers'
organizations such as Delos (2016, 2018, 2019, 2020), Sorimok (2017), New Music Society (2018, 2019), and
ACL Korea (2020), starting with regular concerts in 2016. In addition, the Ensemble Wiro has been invited to
participate in the Korea Chamber Music Composition Festival every year by nominating works performed in the
previous year by each affiliate of the Korean Composers Association, and in 2019, the ensemble was selected
for the Prism Concert Series, a contemporary music program of the llshin Cultural Foundation.

Daniel Schine Lee

Focusing on the language, communication methods, and subcultures of the post- internet era, Daniel Schine Lee
creates sound installations, videos, and performances that critically examine the contradic-tions and
ambiguities formed within. He earned BFA and MFA degrees in fine art from the Chelsea Col-lege of Art and
Design and Royal College of Art in the UK. He is currently active as an artist, independ-ent programmer, DJ, and
designer. He has held the solo exhibition A.S.M.R. Sorisomoon (GIZI Founda-tion, 2022) and taken part in such
group exhibitions as Instead of an Afterwards (Korean Cultural Center in Hong Kong, 2022), Singing Person
(Alternative Space Loop, 2021), and No Space, Just a Place: Et-erotopia (Daelim Museum, 2020).
